Meals

Visitor Center has a stand alone kitchen. Some
groups choose to provide their own meals. You
can do so using the kitchen facilities. Some
groups choose to have us provide one or two
meals a day and do their own thing for the other
meals. You choose, we just need to know your
desire so that we can make plans. The meal
charges cover the cost of the food and the
salaries of the cooking staff.

We do have vehicles with which we can pick
groups up from the airport or the border to trans-
port them to Emmanuel. We also occasionally
take groups to the Mercado for a shopping visit.
We ask for a donation for vehicle use based on
number of vehicles and number of trips to cover
our drivers and gasoline.

Donation amount differs based on usage.
